VEHICLE MILES TRAVELED AND NHTSA’'S DATA SHOWS THE MAIN BEHAVIORS DRIVING THIS INCREASE WERE SPEEDING,
IMPATRED DRIVING AND FATILURE TO WEAR SEAT BELTS; AND
WHEREAS, WHETHER A DRIVER IS IMPAIRED BY ALCOHOL OR DRUGS, DRIVING TOO AGGRESSIVELY,
DRIVING DISTRACTED OR CAN'T STAY AWAKE AT THE WHEEL, BAD DRIVING CHOICES PUT PASSENGERS AT RISK OF SERIOQUS
INJURY OR DEATH AND MANY OF THOSE LIVES MIGHT HAVE BEEN SAVED HAD A PASSENGER IN THE CAR
DRIVER SLOW DOWN, STOP TEXTING, OR NOT GET BEHIND THE WHEEL IN THE FIRST PLACE; AND
NEED EDUCATION AND ENCOURAGEMENT TO
PARENTS ALSO NEED
